The world is going to end...

... On December 21, 2012, according to a Mayan
Stele (that is a carved stone block) I saw in Quirigua,
Guatemala. According to the Mayan calculation, the
circle of time will come to an end on that date.

Apparently prognosticating the end of times is quite
popular. Sir Isaac Newton, the father of modern
physics and astronomy, predicted the world would
end in 2060 in a 1704 letter that went on show
recently in Jerusalem, at the Hebrew University in
Jerusalem. If one looks up the concept of “end of
times” on the Internet, one will find these and many
more “predictions”. Yet, as many predictions there
are, they all seem to be wrong. Who can forget the
Y2K debacle? For me that was nothing short of
millennial fears dressed in a technological garb. Since
it was not scientific to say the world was going to end
on the year 2000, people decided that computers
would end then...

Yet none has proved right. After all, there is no end
of time or end of the World. That is because our
world is not really ours; we are only part of this
world. The World belongs to God, and God is beyond
time. God does not need time, we do. Time is a
human construct. Humans live in time and need
time. Because we are time bound creatures we can
only understand the world in terms of time.

As we gather to celebrate the Jewish New Year 5768,
we should keep this truth in mind. The Jewish New
Year does not celebrate God’s birthday; the New
Year is for people, not for God. In fact the date we
observe the Rosh Hashanah is the First of Tishrei, the
date in which mankind was created according to
tradition. According to Vaykra Rabbah (29:1) the
world was created on the 25" of Elul, and mankind

on the First of Tishrei. So Rosh Hashanah is the
birthday of our creation, not that of the world and
much less of God, who is beyond time.

The function of the High Holidays is to remind us,
mortal and time bound individuals of what is undying
and beyond time. The High Holidays are meant to
remind us of God, of our faith and of our duty to the
world and one another. Regardless if you go to a
synagogue or temple daily, weekly or just for the High
Holidays, take this opportunity to think about what is
eternal and true in your life.
