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From Our Rabbi

Thanksgiving was first celebrated in America in
1621 by American pilgrims who wanted to show
thanks for their harvest. Most Jewish families
celebrate Thanksgiving the same way that non-
Jewish families celebrate Thanksgiving: namely,
with a wonderful holiday meal shared by family and
friends. Pleasant images of a roasting turkey,
delicious side dishes and pumpkin pie for dessert,
football on television, and a house filled with nice
smells, laughter, and conversation come to mind
when we think of Thanksgiving. The majority of
Americans don’t celebrate Thanksgiving with any
religious rituals.

What most of us don't realize, however, is that
Thanksgiving is a holiday filled with Jewish themes
Some historians even argue that the first
Thanksgiving meal was modeled after the
pilgrimage festival of Sukkot, which, coincidentally,
comes at the same time as the secular “fall harvest
holidays. Giving thanks has always been an
important part of Judaism, from reciting blessings
after meals to thanking God for the creation of the
world and our many blessings in it. American Jews
are thankful for their acceptance into the safe havel
of American society, where we have become not
only accepted, but successful, prosperous, and
influential.

Although it is perfectly fine to celebrate
Thanksgiving in a secular way, there are many way:
that American Jews can add a meaningful Jewish
component to their celebration.

First, we can use this holiday as an opportunity to
perform mitzvot, or, good deeds. Giving tzedakah o
helping those less fortunate than ourselves is the
Jewish way to show our appreciation for our own
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good blessings. The holiday of Thanksgiving time ig

a perfect time to donate food to an organization that
fights hunger or to volunteer at a community charity
that provides a Thanksgiving dinner for the poor or
elderly.

A second way to add a Jewish element to our
Thanksgiving celebration is to treat the

Thanksgiving dinner as a festive meal similar to the
Passover Seder. Saying the Hebrew blessings over
the wine and bread and adding some words of Torah
combined with traditional American folk songs is a
way of linking the holiday to our Jewish heritage

and customs.

One more Passover custom is very appropriate at
Thanksgiving. At Passover, we recite in the
Hagaddah, “let all who are hungry come and eat.”
We can perform a wonderful mitzvah by inviting
someone to Thanksgiving dinner who doesn’t have
anywhere else to go and would otherwise spend the
holiday alone, or by inviting friends who are new to
America. Such new Americans will probably have a
lot to share about the blessings of this country that
we often take for granted.

| hope you will take the opportunity to incorporate

some of these ideas into our Thanksgiving holiday
this year to help show our appreciation to God for

the many blessings in our lives.
